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ACTION TAKEN REPORT ON FEEDBACK 

YEAR-2021-22 

Based on the IQAC's strategic strategy, the college administration has 

implemented the following measures: 

 

 During pandemics and lockdowns, ICT-oriented and digital learning systems 

are prioritized. Teachers are asked to attend classes online whenever possible, in 

accordance with the timetable provided by the routine committee.  

 Teachers are expected to stay current on digital teaching and learning systems. 

 Notifications regarding syllabus reduction, internal and final exams are 

regularly shared with students. 

 Teachers and students are encouraged to participate in online lectures, webinars, 

and other educational opportunities to improve their academic knowledge and 

competence. 

 The Officer-in-Charge asked all faculty to address the issue of sustaining 

COVID protocol on campus after receiving the college reopening circular in 

November 2021. 

 A specific COVID- committee and cell is formed to monitor safety within the 

campus as well as identify if any student, teacher and others stakeholders is sick 

and thus take appropriate actions. 

 More skill-oriented certificate programs, add-on courses, or value-added 

courses are suggested. 

 Teachers are asked to be cautious enough to keep physical distance between 

students in the classroom and to provide lessons in blended mode so that 

students can participate both physically and online. 

 A help desk for students has been set up. 

 Cleanliness in classrooms, Teacher's room, Library, Science Departments, Boys 

and Girls common rooms, corridors, toilets and drinking water arena are being 

maintained regularly.   

 Problems with scholarships were resolved. 

 Library books were bought based on stakeholder demand. 

 Laboratory equipment and materials were purchased. 

 There was a wheelchair-accessible sick room available. 

 Entry to the college premises was limited for outsiders. 
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
